•	Check that the socket is grounded.

•	Check that the mains cable and plug are in good condition.

•	The moving parts of this device are not covered, as it reduces the machine’s functionality. 

Therefore, be careful and hold the workpiece to be ground firmly so it does not slip from your 

hands. Otherwise, your hands may come into contact with the grinding wheel.

•	Avoid using a long extension cord.

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1.  SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Read the instructions carefully before use.
Failure to follow instructions and warnings may cause electric shock, fire, or bodily injury. 
Save the instructions for future need.

Work area safety
•	 Keep the work area clean and well-lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.
•	 Do not use the device in an explosive atmosphere. Power tools create sparks 

which may ignite flammable gases, liquids, or dust.
•	 Keep children and bystanders away while operating the device. Distractions 

can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety
•	 The plug must match the power source. Do not modify it or use adapter plugs. 

An unmodified plug and matching socket will reduce the risk of electric shock.
•	 Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges,

•	 Do not process materials containing harmful substances. Dust generated 

during grinding may be toxic.
•	 Labels and markings on the device must not be removed or covered. 

Incomplete markings must be renewed.
•	 Never touch the grinding wheels while they are rotating! Ensure the grinding 

wheels have come to a complete stop after switching off the machine before 
touching them.

During use:
•	Always keep the power cord away from moving parts of the device.
•	Use safety glasses.
•	Use a respirator.

Electrical safety
When using electrical devices, local safety regulations must always be observed to 
prevent fire, electric shock, and injury.

Read the provided instructions and separate safety instructions carefully.

Always check that the mains voltage is compatible with the voltage indicated on the 
machine’s type plate.

Use of extension cords
Use only officially approved extension cords, taking the machine’s power into account. 
The conductor cross-section must be at least 1.5 mm². When using an extension cord reel, 
the entire cord must be unwound from the reel. Disconnect the device immediately from 
the power supply in the following cases:

•	Interruption of the power supply at the socket or in the mains cable or damage to the 
power cord.

•	A faulty switch.
•	Smoke or the smell of burnt insulation.

SPECIFIC SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR A BENCH GRINDER
•	 Do not use damaged accessories. Before using the machine, check that 

accessories, such as grinding wheels, have no cracks, or loose or cracked 
rims. After inspecting and mounting the accessory, position yourself and any 
bystanders at a safe distance from the rotating accessory, and run the power 
tool at maximum no-load speed for one minute. Damaged accessories will 
normally break apart during this test period.

•	 The accessory’s rated speed must be at least equal to the maximum speed 
marked on the power tool. Accessories running faster than their rated speed 
can break and fly apart.

•	 Use only grinding wheels with the correct diameter, thickness, and intended 
use that meet the requirements of this power tool.

•	 Remember that wire bristles can break off a wire brush and be thrown out 
even during normal use. Do not overload a wire brush by applying excessive 
pressure - bristles can easily penetrate thin clothing and/or skin.

•	 Never grind on the side of a grinding wheel. If you do, the wheel may break 
and parts may be thrown out.

•	 Check grinding wheels by a ring test before starting the bench grinder for the 
first time. Faultless grinding wheels give a clear ringing tone when tapped 
gently with a plastic mallet (or a wooden block). If new grinding wheels are 
pre-mounted, check them before use.

•	 Bolt the bench grinder to a sturdy and level base - the machine has four Ø 6 
mm holes (9) for mounting.

•	 Adjust the tool rest frequently to compensate for wheel wear, ensuring the 
distance between the tool rest and the wheel is as small as possible — under 
no circumstances should it be greater than 2 mm.

•	 Replace the grinding wheel if it is worn to the point where the distance 
between the grinding wheel and the tool rest can no longer be set to within 2 
mm.

•	 Always use the guards supplied with this power tool. Guards must be 
mounted and adjusted to be as safe as possible and properly secured to the 
power tool. The guard functions are designed to protect the user from broken 
fragments and inadvertent contact with grinding wheels.

•	 To ensure safe operation, grinding wheels must be stored in a dry place and 
out of reach of children.

Installation
The machine must be carefully installed in a suitable location. The machine has four 
mounting holes (5) and is fastened with 6 mm screws to a sturdy base.
•	 Ensure the socket into which the machine is to be connected is no more than 

150 cm away from the location where the machine is installed.
•	 The machine must be easily accessible from the front.

•	The machine must be positioned so that it is firmly placed, e.g., on a workbench, or bolted to a 

sturdy stand.

•	All guard covers and safety devices must be properly secured before starting the machine.

•	The grinding wheel must be able to rotate freely.

•	Ensure the moving parts of the machine are functioning properly before switching the ON/OFF 

switch on.

•	Before connecting the machine’s plug to the mains power, ensure the rated voltage indicated on 

the machine’s type plate corresponds to the voltage in the mains supply.

•	Use only grinding wheels whose diameter corresponds to the information on the rating plate.

1.	 Ensure the ON/OFF switch (6) is in the “O” position before connecting the device to the 

socket.

2.	 Before plugging in, rotate the grinding wheel (3) by hand to ensure it moves freely.

3.	 Insert the plug into a suitable socket.

4.	 The device is now ready for use.

5.	 Set the ON/OFF switch (6) to the ON (I) position and wait for the grinder to reach maximum 

speed before starting to grind.

•	Always check before using the machine that the grinding wheels are not damaged.

•	After starting the grinder, wait until it has reached maximum speed before starting to grind.

•	Eye shields can be adjusted and must be positioned so that the user has a good view of the work 

being performed.

5.  CHANGING THE GRINDING WHEEL

•	Hold the workpiece firmly against the tool rest and feed it at a steady speed against the 
grinding wheel, holding the workpiece at an angle so that it is in even contact with the 
grinding wheel.

•	Proper adjustment of the tool rest ensures the correct working angle for efficient 
grinding. As the grinding wheel diameter decreases due to wear, the tool rest must be 
adjusted.

Replace the grinding wheel if it is worn to the point where the distance between the 
grinding wheel and the tool rest can no longer be set to within 2 mm. To renew or change 
the grinding wheel, proceed as follows:
1.	 Switch off the power and disconnect the plug from the socket.
2.	 Loosen the screws (13) on the spark guard (8) and remove the guard.
3.	 Remove the nut (12) from the spindle (10) using a spanner (not included). The nut 

on the right spindle has a right-hand thread, while the nut on the left spindle has 
a left-hand thread.

4.	 Remove the outer flange (11) from the spindle (10).
5.	 Place the new wheel onto the spindle (10). After tightening the wheel, rotate it by 

hand to ensure it moves freely and does not touch anything.
6.	 Install the flange, nut, and guard cover.
7.	 Check the wheel for defects before starting to grind. Start the machine and let the 

wheel run without load for one minute to detect any possible cracks.

This product does not contain parts that can be repaired by the user. Contact a specialist for 

inspection and repair of the device if necessary.

Switch off the machine and disconnect the plug from the electrical supply before any cleaning or 

maintenance.

NOTE! Do not use chemical, alkaline, decomposing, strong solvents or disinfectants for cleaning, as 

they may damage the product’s surface coating.

1.	 Clean the product with a dry cloth. Clean hard-to-reach places with a brush.

2.	 Check if parts are worn or damaged. Replace worn parts if necessary or contact an authorized 

service center before using the device again.

1.	 Clean the product as described in the “Cleaning” section.

2.	 Store the product with its accessories in a dry, frost-protected place.

3.	 Store the product out of reach of children; the ideal storage temperature is 10-30°C.

4.	 We recommend using the original packaging or covering the product with a suitable cloth to 

protect it from dust during long-term storage.

NOTE! Ensure you have disconnected the plug and that the grinding wheel has come to a complete 

stop before moving the grinder!

Switch off the device and disconnect it from the power source before transporting it. Always carry the 

product by its handle. Protect the product from severe impacts or vibration that may occur during 

vehicle transport. Secure the product so it cannot slide or tip over. We recommend using the original 

packaging for transporting the product.

•	The warranty covers all material or manufacturing defects but does not cover damages 
or faults resulting from misuse, accidents, or modifications made to the product; nor 
does it cover transportation costs.

•	We also reserve the right to reject any claim concerning physical injury caused by 
improper use of the tool.

•	Repairs may only be carried out by a professional.
•	Simultaneously, no claims under the warranty can be made if a fault appearing in the 
device is a result of neglected maintenance or overloading.

•	The warranty does not cover defects resulting from liquid ingress into the device, 
excessive dust, intentionally caused damage (due to deliberate action or negligence), 
improper use (uses for which the device is not intended), unskilled use (e.g., non-
compliance with manual instructions), improper assembly, lightning strike, incorrect 
mains voltage. This list is not exhaustive.

•	Acceptance of claims under the warranty can never lead to an extension of the warranty 
period or the start of a new warranty period if the device has to be replaced with a new 
one.
